“Bridging Plurilingual Education, Language Awareness, and Sciences for early
learners. From Theory to Practice”, Daniéle Moore

The contribution will discuss how Plurilingual Education can foster a learning bridge intertwining the
development of language awareness and scientific, digital and multilingual literacies in a museum
environment. I will discuss the museum as a transformative learning environment to harness cultural and
linguistic diversity as a vital resource to develop plurilingual and pluricultural repertoires and scientific
knowledge. Using multimodal data sources, I will highlight how educators engage with rich linguistic
resources present in and beyond multicultural, multilingual classrooms, based on examples from case studies
with early learners.

Daniéle Moore is a University Professor in Educational Sociolinguistics at the Faculty of Education, Simon
Fraser University in Vancouver, Canada, and a Research Director at the Sorbonne University, France. Her
research interests include issues related to language policies, plurilingualism and Plurilingual education, and
teacher training in multicultural contexts. She is the co-Editor of the bilingual journal The Canadian Modern
Language Review, and has co-authored several Reference Studies for the Council of Europe on
plurilingualism and Plurilingual and intercultural education. She is currently a TaC (Training and Consultant)
for FREPA/CARAP (Framework of Reference for Pluralistic Approaches to Languages and Cultures), Council of
Europe/CELV.

“Researching early foreign language learning and teaching — methodological
approaches”, Janet Enever & Eva Lindgren

Language learning has traditionally been studied from a variety of theoretical perspectives drawing on a
range of research methodologies. Recently, Atkinson (2011) called for a widened and holistic approach to
the understanding of the learning of other languages than the mother tongue/s in which the full dynamics
and complexity are acknowledged by the use of cognitive, socio-cultural and dynamic systems theories. In
terms of methods the cognitive approach has typically included testing and quantitative methods, while the
socio-cultural approaches have preferred qualitative approaches such as ethnography and case studies. In a
thorough review and discussion about complex/dynamic systems in second language research
Larsen-Freeman (2011: 62-63) describes how a variety of methodologies can and have been used to study
complex systems: quantitative, computer-based modelling, qualitative modelling with or without computers,
dynamic descriptions using an ethnographic approach, formative experiments and design experiments.

In this presentation we first bring together and discuss recent research from the early language learning
classroom context. Secondly we review the choice of research methodologies for early language learning
research in schools with a particular focus on mixed methods and propose that in the multidisciplinary
context of early language learning this paradigm allows for a more comprehensive understanding of the
evidence than other approaches might provide.

"Early Foreign language learning and plurilingual education — a teacher
cognition perspective”, Simon Borg, Petra Daryai-Hansen & Birgit Henriksen

The first part of this presentation introduces ‘teacher cognition’ and discusses the role that teachers’ beliefs
and knowledge play in their professional development and in the process of curricular reform. Specific
examples from language education around the world will be cited, including in contexts where there has
been an attempt to promote change in the teaching practices of primary school teachers of foreign
languages.

In the second part of the talk, we will present results from the project “Learning Foreign Languages at an
Early Age — A New Approach with Emphasis on Plurilingualism” with a focus on the changes in teacher
cognition for the teachers who have participated throughout all the phases of the project. These teachers
have participated in developing the year plan and the teaching modules. Moreover, they have taken part in
an additional in-service training module. Drawing on quantitative and qualitative data, focus will be on the
challenges experienced in relation to implementing the recommendations for early language start and
plurilingual education which have guided the project.

Simon Borg: My research interests are teacher cognition, professional development and teacher research. I
have published in a wide range of applied linguistics and educational journals such as Applied Linguistics,
TESOL Quarterly, and Teaching and Teacher Education.

Og elever med forskellige sproglige baggrunde mé nu opfattes som
kompetente sprogbrugere med alle de sproglige ressourcer, de bringer ind i skolens og sprogfagenes rum. Et
emnevalg i 5. klasse kan dermed lige s godt tage afsaet i familie og traditioner i et fransktalende land pa
det afrikanske kontinent som i Frankrig, ift. fx skolegang og mad.

In the first part of the workshop we present the results of a survey of early English language education
across the Nordic and Baltic countries. As one illustration of current provision, an analysis of early language
education context in Lithuania within a broader EU context is included, drawing on the new Eurydice Brief on
Key Data on Teaching Languages at School in Europe 2017, which builds on a comprehensive report on
teaching languages at schools in Europe. At the same time drawing attention to the Nordic/ Baltic contexts,
providing comparative data. There is the Lithuanian language situation presented describing the languages
that are presently being used in Lithuania and their status. The presented analysis of the concept of early
(foreign language) education addresses the recent changes that have taken place related to changes in the
EU recommended and national early language education policy developments and initiatives. The early
language education policy analysis provides evidence about new trends developing in formal and non-formal
early foreign language education in Lithuania.

In the second part we introduce a framework for the development of a pre-service language teacher
education unit focusing on early language learning for children aged 6-12 years. We adopt a plurilingual
perspective in our outline of key themes for inclusion in the unit, inviting delegates to engage in discussion
of their relevance and appropriateness. As one illustration, we include evidence of current course content in
a range of Swedish university contexts.

The third part introduces proposed teacher education modules for early English and plurilingual education
currently under development in Denmark

Finally we open up for discussion among participants.

Hvis den tidlige fremmedsprogsundervisning skal have et positivt udbytte for skolens flersprogede elever, er
det ngdvendigt at medtaenke deres lzeringsforudsaetninger pa tre niveauer: anerkendende og inkluderende
klasserumskultur,makro-stilladsering af aktiviteter gennem planlaegning af undervisningsforlgb mod et
kommunikativt formal og mikro-stilladsering i lzererens respons pa eleverne undervejs i undervisningen. For
flersprogede elever vedrgrer de tre niveauer sdvel opbygning af det fremmedsprog, de undervises i, som
inddragelse af elevernes modersmal og opmaerksomhed pd, hvor de er i deres andetsprogsudvikling.

Oplaegget uddyber vores forstaelse af disse tre niveauer, og giver eksempler pa hvordan arbejdet med
tilegnelse af ordforrdd og udtryk spiller en central rolle i elevers udvikling af kommunikative kompetence pé
det nye fremmedsprog.

Oplaegget vil give konkrete eksempler pd hvordan lzereren kan saette meningsfulde sprogbrugsituationer i
centrum i tidlig fremmedsprogsundervisning.
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Som det er tilfeeldet med al sprogundervisning, skal undervisningen i tidlig(ere) fremmedsprog veere
meningsfuld for dem der skal lzere sproget — i dette tilfeelde henholdsvis 1. og 5. klasse i folkeskolen. Dette
kommer ogsa til udtryk i Feelles Mal for 1.-4. klase i engelsk (note:www.emu.dk): "Hovedvaegten laegges pa
det mundtlige arbejde. Gennem legepraegede aktiviteter opbygges elevernes sproglige selvtillid. Eleverne
skal hjeelpes til aktivt at konstruere mening gennem sammenkaadning af sprog og handling. Emneomraderne
skal dels vaere konkrete og virkelighedsnaere, dels appellere til elevernes fantasi.” (vores fremhaavning).

Det betyder at sproglaererens paadagogiske opgave er at udvikle aktiviteter til undervisningen som eleverne
kan bruge til at skabe mening og sproglig betydning (Cameron; Balle, Olsen & Pedersen 2017) pa baggrund
af deres viden, fglelser og idéer, sprog og kultur, samt deres aldersmaessige udvikling: "Vi ma give eleverne
en grund til at bruge engelsk [eller andre sprog]; vi ma motivere og engagere dem; og vi ma knytte
forbindelse mellem klassevaerelset og deres hjem, nabolag og lokalsamfund.” (Shin & Crandall p. 68, vores
oversattelse og fremhaevelse). Der skal altsd skabes et samspil mellem aktiviteterne i undervisningen pa
den ene side, og elevernes erfaringsverden pa den anden, sdledes at eleverne kan fa mulighed for at blive
aktive sproglaerende. For at det kan lykkes, skal eleverne have lejlighed til at anvende sproget til at Igse
kommunikative opgaver, og opgaverne skal indgd i en sammenhaeng, f.eks. i form at et emne, en historie
eller et projekt. En grundlaeggende betingelse for at samspillet mellem lzererens planlagte aktiviteter og
elevernes erfaringer kan komme i gang, er altsd at sproget og aktiviteterne kontekstualiseres.

Paper: " Leererkompetencer i tidlig tysk 0.-4. klasse”, Karen Aarge

Vi har foretaget en empirisk undersggelse af leererkompetencer i tysk i 0.-4. klasse med szerligt fokus pé
undervisning i tysk.

Baggrunden er, at fra skoledret 2015 /16 blev tidlig sprogstart i tysk indfgrt i Aabenraa kommune fra 3.
klasse og i Tgnder kommune fra 0. klasse, stgttet af midler fra A.P. Mgller Fonden, og der blev udviklet
leeringsmal. Samtidig pabegyndte 13 tysklzerere i Aabenraa kommune et uddannelsesforlgb med henblik pd
at fungere som faglige vejledere med fokus p4 tidlig tysk for deres kolleger. I samme uddannelsesforlgb
deltog der ogsé 3 tysklzerere fra Tender kommune. I Tgnder kommune blev 20 leerere og paedagoger, der
skulle undervise i tidlig tysk, opkvalificeret til opgaven ved et campforlgb pd 3 gange to dage.

Undersggelsen er udsendt til de farste tyskvejledere, laerere og paedagoger, der har gennemgaet hhv. en
vejlederuddannelse og et kompetenceudviklingsforlgb med szerligt fokus pa tidlig tysk.



Undersggelsen tager afsaet i udfordringer, som hhv. de faglige tyskvejledere, laererne og paedagogerne ser,
og deres erfaringer med, hvad der giver eleverne succesoplevelser i deres laering. Ud fra den indfaldsvinkel
har vi sggt at afdaekke lzererkompetencer.

Leerernes engagement og gleede ved at undervise i tysk er virkeligt vigtige for elevernes motivation og
lering, viser vores undersggelse, ligesom det fremgar af den europzeiske leengdeundersggelse “Early
Language Learning in Europe”, British Council 2011, kapitel 4.

En anden lzererkompetence er ifglge vores undersggelse ogsa at veere i stand til at etablere links til tysk
kultur, for de fleste elever har ikke nogen fgrviden herom.

Undervisningskompetencen i tysk i indskolingen omfatter - ifalge leerernes svar - bdde gode sproglige
feerdigheder i tysk, hgj faglighed inden for tysk kultur, kendskab til konkrete lseremidler og grundlaeggende
almendidaktisk viden.

Paper:” Skriftlighed ved tidlig sprogstart”, Stine Fuglsang Engmose

Der er mange fordele ved at mestre skriftsproget. Som laeser og skriver er det muligt at kommunikere med
andre sprogbrugere via skriften (Treiman & Kessler, 2014). Laesning er samtidig en rig kilde til udvikling af
ordforrdd (Elbro, 2006). Og skriften kan, for laeseren, understgtte hukommelse for nyligt tilegnede ords
udtale (Chambré, Ehri, & Ness, 2017). Hvilken rolle skriftsproget skal spille i den tidlige undervisning i et
fremmedsprog (L2), er temaet for denne praesentation. I den tidlige sprogstart i engelsk, tysk og fransk er
grundvilkdrene bdde praeget af ligheder og forskelle. Spgrgsmalet er, hvordan forskellene i vilkar pavirker
udgangspunktet for undervisningen? I praesentationen vil betydningen af forskelle i de tre parametre
kendskab til talesproget, skriftsproget og karakteristika ved skriftsproget blive belyst fordi variation i disse
skaber forskelle i de grundvilkdr, der er for fremmedsprogsundervisningen i henholdsvis engelsk, tysk og
fransk. Forskellene er vaesentlige, da kendskabet til, og faerdigheder i, de to skriftsprog og skriftsprogenes
sammenlignelighed har betydning for lagring af, og processer med, skriftsprogene. De forskellige skriftsprog
er nemlig ikke lagret som adskilte systemer i hukommelsen, men er forbundet til hinanden (Jared, 2015).

P& workshoppen vil vi forklare hvad “Europaeisk sprogportfolio 6-12" er og give eksempler fra portfolioen p3,
hvordan man kan arbejde med den i sprogundervisningen i en dansk skole i 1.-6. klasse. Uanset om
eleverne har dansk som modersmél eller en anden sproglig baggrund, inviterer sprogportfolioen til, at du
som sprogleerer italesaetter og synligggr elevernes forskellige sproglige erfaringer som ressource for
tilegnelse af andre sprog. Portfolioen har et flersproget layout med sprogeksempler fra 70 forskellige sprog.
Til Europaeisk sprogportfolio 1-6 er der udarbejdet et inspirationsmateriale “Kom godt i gang!”, hvorfra vi vil
praesentere eksempler pd, hvordan sprogportfolioen kan inddrages i undervisningen i engelsk, tysk, fransk
og basisundervisning i dansk som andetsprog.

Paper:” "Rot, det er lige som pa dansk rgdt” — Sprogsammenligning i tidlig samtidig
fremmedsprogsindlaering”, Kathrin Wild

De f& studier, som findes om tidlig samtidig fremmedsprogsindlzering i instruktionelle kontekster, viser, at
bern i de farste folkeskoledr er i stand til at opdage og reflektere sproglige ligheder, sammenligne sprog
(Kierepka/Kriiger 2007), udvikle en forhgjet sproglig viden og kunne opnd en hgjere sproglig bevidsthed
(Kuchenbecker Broch, 2013).

I et forskningsprojekt om tidlig samtidig sprogindlzering iagttages interlinguale sammenligninger. Projektets
formal er at undersgge, i hvilken omfang bgrn sammenligner forskellige sprog med hinanden og i hvorvidt de
reagerer pd sprogsammenligning gennem laerere. Det overordnede mal er at opnd en dybere forstaelse af
omgang med flersprogethed i klasseveerelset for at stgtte tidlig simultan sprogindlaering og dermed forbedre
fremmedsprogsdidaktikken.

I en dansk friskole, der samtidigt starter med de to fremmedsprog engelsk og tysk, fokuseres pd situationer,
i hvilken elever og/eller lzerere sammenligner forskellige sprog. Datagrundlaget dannes af videooptagelser af
55 tysk og engelsk timer i 0.-2. klasse i et omfang af i alt 1.250 minutter. Relevante passager identificeres
og transkriberes for at oprette kategorier af sprogsammenligning. De fgrste observationer viser kun lidt
sprogsammenligning af sdvel elever som lzerere. Dataene tyder p3, at laererne gennem
opmaerksomhedsstyring kan stimulere en hyppigere brug af elevernes sprogsammenligning.

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Paper:” The younger, the better? A study of Danish young learners of English”, Teresa Cadierno,
Soren W. Eskildsen, Katalin Fenyvesi, Mikkel Hansen, Signe H. Jensen, Jorgen T. Lauridsen &

The issue of the optimal age at which to introduce foreign languages (FL) in primary schools attracts the
attention of educators, policy makers and second language acquisition (SLA) researchers. A long-standing
belief has been that ‘the younger, the better’, that is, younger children are assumed to be more efficient
learners of second languages (L2), and therefore, the younger they start learning an L2, the higher levels of
L2 proficiency they will attain (e.g., Hyltenstam 1992; Krashen et al. 1979). This belief is in line with
educational policies implemented across Europe over the last decade whereby the age at which children
start learning FL, predominantly English, in school has dropped (Enever 2011; Eurydice 2012).

The present study, which was financed by the Danish Council for Independent Research in Culture and
Communication, investigated the “younger, the better” issue by following two groups of children who started
learning EFL within the same year (2014) in Denmark: an early starter group who began English instruction
in the first grade (7-8 years old) and a late starter group who began English instruction in the third grade
(9-10 years old). A total of 276 pupils were included in the study. English proficiency was measured in
relation to three language dimensions: receptive receptive vocabulary, receptive grammar and phonetic
discrimination. In the talk we'll present some of the main results of the study and discuss its pedagogical
implications.

Paper:” Teachers’ attitudes about having to teach in English”, Karyn Sandstrom

In the Swedish national curriculum, instruction in English is mandated from the beginning of elementary
school, and typically it is each classroom teacher’s responsibility to teach English. This early English language
instruction is relatively new, and is not typically what pre-service teachers experienced themselves as pupils.
Consequently, many pre-service teachers have limited visions of how to teach children English. This
presentation will provide a description of pre-service teachers’ concerns, beliefs and attitudes about teaching
English in their future professional roles. The data includes interviews and course evaluations of pre-service
teachers in elementary education in northern Sweden.

Paper:” Tegn pa sprog. P3 tvaers af sprog i flersprogede klasser”, Lone Wulff

Workshoppen bygger pé det igangvaerende forskningsprojekt Tegn pd sprog — tosprogede bgrn lzerer at
leese og skrive, som siden 2008 har fulgte fem flersprogede klasser fra skolestart til nu, hvor eleverne gér i
9. klasse. Projektets mal er gennem indsigt i flersprogede bgrn og unges mgde med skriftsprog at afsgge
paedagogiske muligheder for at inddrage disse elevers forudsaetninger og behov i lzese- og
skriveundervisningen i indskoling, mellemtrin og udskoling. I mit oplaeg vil jeg treekke trade pa tveers af
drgangene, dog med hovedvaegten pd mellemtrin og udskoling.

Oplaegget tager afseet i begrebet ‘sprogskam’ (Laursen 2017: 9), som karakteriserer reaktionen hos elever,
der forsgger at daekke over, hvad de ikke forstdr. Strategien er at undvige fremfor at deltage, hvad der
kommer til at spaende ben for deres sproglige udvikling. I de fem klasser har vi derfor planlagt forlgb og
aktiviteter med den hensigt at modvirke denne undvigelse. Det er sket gennem en praksis, som &bner for
elevernes jeevnbyrdige deltagelse og feelles undersggelser af sprog og literacy. I oplaegget vil jeg praesentere
forskellige aktiviteter med dette sigte, aktiviteter som ofte involverer undersggelser pd tveers af sprog — og
dermed bade inddrager fremmedsprog, andetsprog og modersmal, sével kendte som ukendte sprog.

Projektet Tegn pa sprog har iseer fokus pa udvikling af andetsprog og literacy, men spgrgsmalet er, om ikke
feenomenet ‘sprogskam’ gar igen i fremmedsprogsfagene. Det vil jeg laegge op til at diskutere med
deltagerne i workshoppen.
